Recent initiatives span from 
expanding civic engagement 
through our city council 
notification services, to our 
ongoing dialogues with elected 
officials. Primary policy focuses 
for early Spring are fossil-fuel 
divestment in cities, as well as 
continuing electrification work. 
Although these processes can 
take time — weeks, months, 
years — they’re necessary and 
the most necessary steps toward 
a prouder future.
